Cast:

KELSEY: enjoys fun, open to ideas

QUINCHE: the ultimate party girl, loves to fit in

MEGAN: more down-to-earth, less excited by the party life

(Scene opens with KELSEY and QUINCHE Center Stage as
MEGAN joins them.)

MEGAN: Hi, guys. What's up?

KELSEY: (A little sad) Hi, Megan. We're a little depressed.

MEGAN: Aw. Why?

QUINCHE: My mom won'’t let me go to Sierra’s party.

MEGAN: Well, maybe that’s not such a bad thing. I wasn’t
going to go.

KELSEY: (Surprised) You're kidding! Why wouldn’t you go?

MEGAN: I really didn’t want to.

QUINCHE: You mean you weren’t invited.

MEGAN: Oh, I was invited. But I'm not going.

QJINCHE: Why not? You must be nuts. Everybody who’s
anybody is going to be there ... except for me.

KELSEY: (Sadly) Well, if you don’t go, I don’t have a ride, so
I guess I'm not going either.
