JERRY: Necessary. 
 
MARA: The long car ride in the middle of the night – 
 
JERRY: You will thank me. 
 
MARA: I’m sick! 
 
JERRY: That’s why. 
 
MARA: At least take off the blindfold! 
 
JERRY: Soon. 
 
MARA: You keep saying that! 
 
JERRY: Real soon. 
 
MARA: JERRY!
